 Partnering with the California Department of Veterans Affairs to  increase  women veterans’ awareness and 

usage of earned state and federal benefits;  

 Building a readily available, comprehensive database of California policies, programs, state and federal laws, 

issue information, and other resources relevant to women and girls. 

 

We salute the significant efforts of our past Commissioners and pledge that the Commission will carry on its work to 
increase equity, access, and justice for women and girls in California.
